2. From the Internal Revenue Service

Recent notices from the IRS include the requirements for filing IRS Form 990N, an electronic form filed for
tax year 2007 by non-profits with less than $25,000 annual gross receipts (see
http://www.irs.gov/charities/article/0,,id=169250,00.html), and IR-2007-117, June 14, 2007, announcing
the comment period for a draft revision of Form 990 (see
http://www.irs.gov/newsroom/article/0,,id=171329,00.htm| and
http://www.irs.gov/charities/article/0,,id=171216,00.html), which is the first significant update of this form
since 1979. Councils are encouraged to review these announcements and comment, as appropriate. The
Form 990 comment period ends September 14, 2007.

Ambassadors program sponsored by the American Shipbuilding Association. Please advise your
members that this program is NOT affiliated with the Navy League and thus members should only
respond as individuals and not reference their membership in the Navy League.
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
